II. Recognize any “prize winners” – River of Words, etc. and share reading

III.  Presenters come forward with follow-up questions (two or three questions from each activity)

IV.  Phone call from Ted Keller

A.  Storm heading our way, as a part of WaterFest, we should encourage it to rain.  How can we do that?  By making the sounds of a thunderstorm.  Can we do that?  What do you think (ask students graders)?  We will need the Guides to help us.  Guides, will you help us?

V. “The Thunderstorm”

1. rub hands together

2. snap fingers

3. clap hands together

4. slap hands on legs (may have someone flipping lights on and off)

5. stomp feet

6. slap hands on legs and stomp feet

7. stomp feet

8. slap hands on legs

9. clap hands

10. snap fingers

11. rub hands together

12. open palms (quiet)
